Group E – Characterizations of Meetings

Notes June 28, 2011

1. Although technology creates new ways of arranging meetings, they do pose some issues for groups that face-to-face meetings do not (Skype example). 
2. The most commonly cited reasons for using technology as an alternative to face-to-face meetings was difficulty because of different schedules and difficulty due to distance. 

3. Although technology created alternatives to overcome these commonly cited disadvantages, commonly cited disadvantages of technology were: efficiency in meetings, technological or experience limitations, resolving conflicts is often easier in person

4. Students who have less difficulty arranging in-person meetings tend to do so more often per week and longer.  Suggesting perhaps an intrinsic value to face-to-face meetings – if groups could meet in person they would over using technology.

5. Average group size or number of projects per semester did not effect reported duration and difficulties in arranging meetings.
