Sets the border properties (size, style and color) for the border at the left of an element.

Sets the width of the border to the left of an element. With inline elements this does affect spacing between the element
and text to it's left.

Sets the border properties (size, style and color) for the border at the right of an element.

Sets the width of the border to the left of an element. With inline elements, this does affect spacing between the
element and text to it's right.

Shorthand for setting the style (solid, dashed, etc.) for all four borders around an element.

Sets the width of the border at the top of an element. With inline elements this does not affect line spacing.
Sets the width of the border at the top of an element. With inline elements this does not affect line spacing.
Shorthand for setting the widths of all four borders of an element.

Clear an element to move down so that the margin is clear to the left (clear: left), to the right (clear: right)or
to both margins (clear: both). (Analogous to - and replaces - the HTML markup <br clear="left">, etc.)

Set the foreground (i.e., text) color. This is also the default color for element borders.

Defines the display type (i.e. block, inline, or list-item) for the element. The value "none" removes the element from
display -- the page is formatted as if the element were not part of the document.

Float an element to the left or right (or turn floating off). This "floats" an element within the block element the element is
directly inside. (Analogous to - and replaces - align="left" (etc.) attributes on HTML img elements).

Shorthand for setting properties of the text font (family, size, weight, variant, style, and line height)

Specify the desired font family for the text in an element. Given as a comma-separated list of desired fonts, in
decreasing order of preference.

Sets the desired size for text inside the element.

Sets the style (e.g., italic) for text inside the element.

Set the variant (e.g. small-caps) for text inside the element.
Set the weight or boldness for text inside the element.

Sets the height for an element, Relevant only for block elements, replaced elements (such as inline images), and
absolutely positioned element (see position).

Adjust the spacing between letters relative to a default value. Negative values can lead to overlapping letters.

Set the line height or spacing between lines inside a block element.

Shorthand for setting the three list style properties described below.

Set (using a URL) an image to use as the marker for the list items. This overrides the marker set by 1ist-style-
type.

Set whether list items should wrap around the list item marker (inside) or should line up next to the marker
(outside).

Set the type of the list, and the marker to use for the items (e.g., circles, digits, roman numbers, etc.)

Shorthand for setting the margins on all four sides of an element (can set different margin settings on each side)

Set the margin length (positive or negative) at the top of an element. With inline elements, this does not affect line
spacing to the next line.

Set the margin length (positive or negative) to the left of an element. With inline elements, this does affect spacing
between the element and text to it's left.

Set the margin length (positive or negative) to the right of an element. With inline elements, this does affect spacing
between the element and text to it's right.

Set the margin length (positive or negative) at the top of an element. With inline elements, this does not affect line
spacing from the preceding line.

Shorthand for setting padding space on all sides of an element (can set different padding sizes for all four sides)
Set padding space at the bottom of an element. With inline elements, this does not affect line spacing.

Set padding space for the left side of an element. . With inline elements this does affect spacing between the element
and text to it's left.

Set padding space for the right side of an element. With inline elements, this does affect spacing between the element
and text to it's right.

Set padding space at the top of an element. With inline elements, this does not affect line spacing.
