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(24%) Content
• Was the presentation insightful?
• Were appropriate examples used?
• Did audience learn anything from the presentation?

• Did the audience benefit from the analysis of the topic, or of the consequences of the technique?
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(24%) Organization/Structure
• Was the specific purpose and relevance of the presentation made clear?
• Was the organization balanced so there was enough time for important concepts?
• Was the organization balanced so there was enough explanation of difficult concepts?
• Were the ideas presented in a logical sequence?
• Was there a clear introduction & conclusion?
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(12%) Engagement
• Did the presenters create questions that promoted discussion?
• Did the presenters facilitate discussion?
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(20%) Conciseness
• Was the talk too short (< 10 min.) or too long (> 15 min.)?
• Were the ideas expressed without rambling?
